I.  Announcements

B. Welcome, Sociology instructor, Mark Swiencicki- joining the curriculum committee.
II. Certification Training for Local Approval of Credit Stand-Alone Courses
A. Mandatory, won’t go over everything, but 5 main slides handed out.  Value of course, funding. Doesn’t have larger connection to institution.  By Jan 14, Chancellor’s Office will approve stand alone courses. 
B. Stand alone courses not tied to a program or degree.  Cannot target audiences, can’t direct a program for specific audience exclusively.  Every course in theory, has to be accessible to anyone who wants to take it.

College curriculum specialist will be setting the BCC agenda (used to be Sheryl Queen for all four colleges).
C.
There will be 5 votes per college at CIPD (20 voting members total).  
D.
Timeline also:  anything presented in Fall- Summer is earliest can be offered.  Should start 1-2 year planning process, not putting in courses for next semester. Year process for new courses, and even substantive changes (at least for now, depending on when we get the curriculum specialist), and when goes to CIPD and Board).  Longer process now.

V.
Alternate Cohort (Cortez)
A.
AA-T in Education, able to offer cohort model, as an additional Learning Community.
B.
Hope to create cohort model.  Those in cohort model receive services, additional responsibilities and events (test prep, service learning, field practicums), that would transfer to Cal State East Bay- only university that provides elementary or secondary credential, after getting AA (from BCC).  Done in collaboration with both campuses, some required events.  After completing program at CSUEB,  they can  mentor some of the students here.
C.
Get pipeline of teachers out of BCC.  Open to public as well, can complete AA-T in own time, but not part of the cohort.  Providing support they wouldn’t normally receive.  Get credential in 4 years.  Students receive additional support if they apply to this specific program.  
D.
This is the highest unit transfer degree in CA, 54 units.  It was approved last year, was a long process.  Does BCC have the extra resources?  There will be a counselor to the learning communities, will be the point person (case management).  Responsibility on student to apply, meet deadlines, etc.  Courses will be offered on 4 semester rotation.  Some classes not offered in a while (CHDEV 51, Math 18, GEOG 3).  Most courses will already fill.  This cohort model is for those that know they want to become teachers as quickly as possible (some will take AA-T and become counselors, not part of cohort).  Timeline- launch for next Fall planned.
VI.
Programs or Courses that Target High School Courses (Cortez and Celhay)
A.
Articulation agreement that was made in Oakland with Laney for high schools to accept college level courses for high school and community college credit (so gets double).  Gateway to College high school alternative school at Laney.  The handout is only for Laney.  Dean Cortez has been meeting with the local principals.  Will build partnerships, build a pipeline to expand partnership we have with Emery school district.  Can offer courses at night.  Open to Peralta students, alternative site. 
B.
Take Counseling, Math, Engish courses, a series of electives, and get a certificate.  Day and evening courses offered in Spring, totaling 35 units.  Students will have to come to BCC for a tour, assessment, meet with counselor.  Want some special reception, recognition at graduation.  Not just offering courses, but building pipeline to BCC.  Maybe even require them to take at least one course at BCC.  
C.
General proposal at this time, meeting with Emery Unified already, Berkeley Unified interested.  Goal is to target Juniors early on.  Whether they end up coming to BCC in the future or not, it’s still good for BCC, building community relationships.  Dean Cortez said want to change model of students being told to take these courses, to students who CHOOSE to take courses in this model.  Most of these courses will be offered at night.  What are the supplemental resources that are going to be available to help these students?  BCC and the high schools will provide support (it won’t be just BCC).
