II. Approval of Minutes

III.
Interpreting the New Law, SB440
A.
Senate bill signed by Governor Brown last Thursday-  bill signed to establish transfer degree, guarantee transfer to a CSU, what is this bill?  What is the next step we can take to fulfill these requirements? Highlighted requirements (see handout).
B.
We don’t have to build a transfer model for every AA/AS, only those that have a corresponding AA-T.  Eret listed ADTS officially approved, and those in process.  The State has to create a template.
C.
See where we are, what we may need to do.  What kind of variation can we have?  How do we tie it to strategic objectives?
D.
Develop partnerships, programs with the CSUs.  What about funding?  Are we going to get compensated for developing these programs?  Yes, but currently not stated how/from where.  

E.
We need to have two transfer model curriculum by 2016, and 2 more for 17 (see handout).  We have two preexisting liberal arts degrees already, but how to modify them.
F.
The point of this whole thing is to create a more concrete pathway, pipeline.  How many students are targeting CSUs (vs UCs)?  What are students’ aims when they come to BCC?  This is a CSU targeted program, but can be adjusted.

what kind of committee/subcommittee can we create to state our vision, and present to Round Gable?

Make sure learning communities are aware of the new law, especially for when planning for the future.

I.
We have no AAT (?) in sciences, as science usually has a larger core of transfer classes.  But it needs to be done in the future.  Need to give more options.  Our courses are more units than what’s typically on the templates.  State Chancellor’s Office won’t allow ADT over 60 units.

What is the difference between AA and AAT?  Compliance with the law, AAT are articulated degrees, some priority to CSUs.  Pipeline.  Give our students as many options as possible. Push for more official way of tracking where our students go when they leave here.

The other colleges offer an LIS course of some sort.  The CSUs have a requirement for information literacy.  At CSU East Bay, they offer a two unit course that will meet the requirement.  At some other CSUs, they offer a test, tutorials, etc.  Done different ways.

Students need building tools to be more effective researchers in their careers, this course is an introduction to accomplish that.  Give them tools to become more effective researchers.  Still some things need ironing out.  Maybe become part of Learning Communities.  Maybe align with ENGL 204A.
