I.  Announcements
A. Question if there was a quorum- up to committee to decide how that’s reached.  Ten members altogether, and not all voting, not all show up.  Administrators are non-voting.  Need at least half to be present.  Discuss issue again at next meeting.
II. Criteria for Programs of Distinction
A. Showed template that Academic Senate uses throughout the District. showed exemplary program rubric.  Tailor it on a local level.  What do we mean by Program of Distinction?  Is it leading our students some place, where are they going (internship, transfer, etc.)?  What criteria will be used?
B. Come up with rubric that can be ratified.  What kind of data do we want?  Quantitative and qualitative data- what do we mean by that?

C. Demonstrated collaboration.  Evidence of program supporting BCC’s mission statement.  Talk that what’s been done in the past has not always been good practice.  Use the rubric as a baseline, starting point.  

D. Assessment Committee has been asked to send questions.  Chair Eret recommended opening it to Curriculum Committee and Assessment Committee, and after that bring it to the Academic Senate.  
E. Marrs mentioned that MMART is a Program of Distinction, but it hasn’t really amounted to anything. Only helped a little when making pitch for new FT hires.  Some do not favor the process.  What do you get from this?  Need to know what it means from their end (the Trustees), and what it means for us.  What are the benefits?  Who is the audience?  What will be done with it? Lowood said to forward the rubric, and come up with proposal on how it will be used.  Should we even have this?  Defined in our own way, or removed.  Program needs and visions.

New Courses
A. (Des rochers)-  GEOL 18: California Geography and GEOL 19: Global Climate Change-  two stand alone courses, one will be part of a transfer degree, need to have more classes in the sciences; GEOL 18 description edited, and justification (Des Rochers thought it was for the EDUC AA-T, it’s not, they want World Regional Geography).  Develop them as courses, in the hopes they will get inserted into larger programs that are being developed.  Recommendation- change description and justification, to solidify the need.  GEOL 19 was offered at Laney, but hasn’t been offered in a few years.  BCC consulted with them.  We are using our own description.  Putting together AS-T in Analytical Chemistry, want to add this course into program.  Don’t have program yet, so have to put it in as a standalone at this time.  Both courses approved, conditionally.
B. (Sanders-Badt)-  HUSV 117: Introduction to Behavioral Health Services (students need distinct course that looks at mental health challenges; put in justification that it’s part of the program) and HUSV 118: Introduction to Social Services- it’s the present SOCSC 101, a discipline change, put in SOCSC before Social Services Paraprofessional and the three certificates; need to update justification.  Will need to bring program here for update (usually done at the same time when adding courses here).  Both approved, but justifications will need to be edited.
C.  (Rosenblum)-  MMART/ART 190A-D (cross-listed courses): Beginning, Intermediate, Advanced, and Portfolio Digital Fine Art Photography- Rosenblum teaches the advanced photography in her classes, half her students want to go toward fine art, others toward studio direction.  Career and potential transfer.  Dean Eret consulted with Laney; they are okay, as long as distinct.  Four distinct classes of advancing level.  Approved.  At District on Dec 2nd.  Some edits.
