	IV. Foster Youth / Students with Disabilities / Veterans       
	Data are collected to identify former or current foster youth who are interested in financial aid and other benefits.  However, foster youth not interested in these benefits may not self-identify and may not be counted in the foster care student count.  Further investigation of this population is needed to ensure that disproportionality does not exist. The subcommittee will explore linkages and mentoring with 4 year university EOP participants.
Data are collected to identify the success rate of Students with Disabilities.  Enhanced services are planned including the exploration of a “common program application” to be shared across the Peralta colleges to streamline the process of receiving accommodations. The program will also facilitate a “disabilities Awareness Week” to heighten the visibility of the program and increase the success of participants. 
Enhanced services for Veterans needed to address issues such as post-traumatic stress, homelessness, and employment.  A Veterans Affairs task force is under development.
