· Plan to be enrolled in at least six (6) degree applicable semester units at a community college or four-year institution in Fall 2014.  

Note: Proof of Fall 2014 college enrollment is required to receive scholarship.

· Enrolled in at least six (6) degree applicable semester units at student’s home PCCD College, Spring 2014.
· Must have completed a minimum of twenty-four (24) degree applicable semester units as of Fall 2013 with a 3.0 cumulative degree applicable GPA (grade point average).

· Two (2) letters of recommendation: at least one from faculty or staff member at student’s home PCCD college. 

· Completed application packet, (including letters of recommendation), must be submitted by Monday, April 21, 2014 to the student’s home college PAAAA scholarship representative listed below:
