I.  Announcements

A. VP/Dean Cortez-  homework lab starts this week in the LRC.
II. Curriculum Review:  Library (Dodge)
A. Library courses not offered here for number of years, offering two unit course in Fall 2014, LIS 85, “Introduction to Information Resources.” Stand alone course, was deactivated, brought back, will be incorporated in PACE and Global Studies cohorts.
B. Launching 1 unit course, LIS 80- it will compliment courses where there is a research component.  Can take as stand alone, but works best when partnered.  Also offered at Laney.  Created in response to faculty requests in the learning communities.  It will aid students in classes with research assignments, show them how to research.  It’s still in the working stage, hope is to offer it in Spring 2015. LIS 85 and 80 will both be offered as hybrid, trying to make them as flexible as possible.  
C. How are these courses promoted across disciplines?  Will the two unit course be phased out at some point?  Will there be tutorials for students to work on their own? What is the audience trying to reach?  It’s for student to develop their own research practices in a structured environment.  
D. Some concerns about linking it with other courses for unit, is the goal for students to attain units, or to obtain research practice/skills?

E. Goal in future to hire another full-time librarian.

New Courses
A. New Music instructor hired in Spring 2014, Aaron Mobley-  he has only two courses to work with (MUSIC 15A and 15B).  A number of Music history courses proposed, from antiquity to the present MUSIC 8A-8D.  Laney has big program.  Asked to borrow these courses from them, they said “No,”- as they are trying to protect enrollment in their program.  But we’re allowed to propose the courses, so we’re going forward.  Chair Eret, Dean Barreiro, and Humanities Chair Laura Ruberto, will work with Mobley, to work with what he is proposing.  Want to ensure Laney we aren’t encroaching upon their performance courses.  Not for MUSIC AA-T, as those are performance based.  Lowood said from past history, if there aren’t enough students to take these courses at two colleges, we might not be able to offer them.  VP/Dean Cortez suggested looking at the enrollment numbers from BI Tools.  Dodge has concerns that the library doesn’t have the resources for these courses.  Can build going forward, but library will need list of books, exam copy to put on reserve.

MUSIC 8A-8D- these are the courses Laney said “no” to.  Tabled for future discussion.

MUSIC 10- Music Appreciation- non controversial course to offer, combines the basics of music, plus the history.  Copied the most updated version from Laney.  Already went through tech review process.  Approved.

MUSIC 16- Jazz History, Mobley wants higher level course focus, focus on certain artists, etc.  New course.  Chair Eret wants comments on the course description.  Committee wants description to mention MUSIC THEORY.  Approved.

AA-T in Spanish (Copenhagen)
A.
Courses in the template, required for the AA-T.  Core 4 classes-  SPAN 1A, 1B, 2A,  & 2B. Optional SPAN 22A and 22B.  Pretty much what the State says, the TMC (transfer model curriculum).  No credit by exam.  Some issues with Peralta having 5 unit courses, vs. 4 units   in the TMC.  The TMC model has 18 units minimum, but BCC’s model will have them taking 22-23 untis.  It is fine to have AA-Ts with higher unit requirements.

Native fluent speakers can take SPAN 22A and 22B, to replace SPAN 2A and 2B.
