A. Reminder of what makes a quarum- need at least five voting members, and majority is sufficient..

II. BCC Course Changes in Catalog Info (Hoffman
Hoffman updated Web Design curriculum- did research, created program path to help students get a job, and articulate and move up to university.  But main goal as a CTE program is to help them get jobs.  Renaming Web I, II, III.  See his handout,    Basic, Intermediate, Advanced Web Design.  Restructuring.  There are certificates.  Contact the person at Laney to make sure not overlap with their graphic design program, stated that we have an established program.  Nothing being deactivated at this time.  Changes in courses that exist.  Mostly updated courses.  Dean Barreiro asked where CIS 105 falls in this, should we be running parallel approaches.  MMART’s approach is more on design, while CIS’s is more for programming. Will talk to CIS department chair P. Thananjeyan about changing the title of the course, to show that they aren’t related to MMART.  NElson said that CIS 105 is more desk top oriented, not design, while MMART is more project based, creating portfolios, etc.    
A. MMART164/164L, Introduction to Web Development & Lab:  some questions from Chair Eret about WordPress, trying to be as clear as possible for students, it is the de facto standard for CMS, not going anywhere.  Want students to completely understand what the courses are.  Just want to be clear. building from foundations of HTML.  Reviewed SLOs.  Lowood will edit them offline (but briefly viewed here)-  #2 has issues, okay to use performance objective.  Okay with core content.  
B. MMART 170/170L, Web Design for Industry Projects & Lab, formatting change on SLOs, makes sure entered separately; take out “students will”; #2 take out “will think critically,” shrink down from 5 SLOs to 4.  Course already exists, changing course number.  Make sure MMART 160A is replaced with MMART 164 in Recommended Preparation and course description.  And put in colon after “standards” in course description.  Performance Objectives need to be reentered one by one.  Remove MMART 5 from Recommended Preparation.
C. MMART 171/171L, E-Commerce & Internet Start-Up & Lab; SLOs approved, make sure says three unit course, not variable, also existing course, with title/number change. Update textbooks?

BCC New Courses

MMART 165/165L, Fundamentals of Graphic Visualization & Lab, new course, reviewed SLOs.  Changed “demonstrate” to “express” in #3.  Approved.  
B.
MMART 167/167L, Mobile and Cross-Platform Web Design & Lab, no issues with description, want to add prerequisite of MMART 164/164L (or recommended preparation?).  Approved.   

C.
MMART 168/168L, Online Games & Interactivity & Lab  change “readings and vocabulary” to “documentation,” in SLO#1.  Add “create” for SLO #3 in Performance Objective.
D. MMART 169/169L, Social Media Marketing & Lab, slo#3, add comma after “media.”  Remove “learn” from both the lecture and lab content.  Make font consistent in lab content.   Mention all the co-requisite labs and take out As.  Approve all of these courses, but update SLOs and put in today, and that the programs are in place.  
III. BCC Program Modifications-  HUSV substituting some courses (Sanders-Badt)
Changing ENGL 100 to ENGL 1A, across the board in all three degrees and certificates;  change BIOL 10 (4 units) to BIOL 25 (3 units), for Community Health Worker, more applicable for the level of work these students are doing, and more relevant to the field, and one unit less; and inserting new course HUSV 117, 3 units, offered across the board in all 3 degrees and certificates.  It’s a fully dedicated mental health course, going to be requirement; and SOC 8 replaced by SOC 2, in Social Services Paraprofessional.  It’s one of the optional electives in Public Services.  Push this through, some talk of Swiencicki developing SOC 4, can be part of some of these programs in the future.  Only focusing on 3 for now, but there are 6.  May be revising program outcomes (Sanders-Badt will work with Lowood).  Need to talk to coordinator to reduce the amount of program outcomes.  No more than four.  Keep relevant to the program.
