Goal Recommendations
1. We used to have regular Basic First Aid or Basic Life Support and AED trainings in the past many years ago. I think it would be good to do that again as I have not seen it offered either from the district or BCC for many years now. Its was a very popular training in the past. (disclaimer: its def possible this has been offered and I just missed the announcement)
2. As we draw closer to opening of the new campus, I would recommend more information be provided to the campus community (maybe in SP26) to review plans for the building, timelines, and clarify who is moving to Milvia and who is staying at Center St.


· Hold at least 3 trainings per academic year for staff, faculty, students, regularly prioritizing by campus need.
· Review and make recommendations around assessment of facilities and emergency equipment
· Maintaining a review of the progress of the new 2118 Milvia (BCC West) and renovations for the Main Building
· Ensure racial equity in our goals and community commitments
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
