Library orientations increase students' ability to find research materials for their assignments and help them make the best use of the many print and electronic resources available to them.  They are a fun and easy way for students to become familiar with BCC library resources. 


In just 50 minutes or less, a librarian can come to your classroom and provide an orientation that is custom-tailored to the needs of your students--anything from 


searching databases to evaluating web sites. We can also customize these sessions to focus on subject-specific research.  


It is advised that faculty get their orientation requests in early in the semester in order to assure their preferred date and time. However, you may schedule an orientation two weeks in advance of a desired date. The librarians will do their best to accommodate all requests.
