Process for distribution:
1. BCC IT staff logged and sanitized each device
2. BCC Library staff tagged each device with a bar code and entered in the Alma Library Management System 
3. Eligible students contacted on a rolling-basis   
4. Eligible students receive an email with instructions on pick-up day, time and location, Chromebook Loan contract. * Information on free or low-cost internet and social distancing is shared while waiting for their laptop  
5. Students sign the contract electronically before arriving.  Students who cannot sign electronically are provided a hard copy at pick up
6. Students receive the Chromebook, hard shell case and a power cord, general directions for login and accessing cloud applications (Microsoft Office and Google Suite)
*Chromebook Laptop contract is under review by Peralta Legal Counsel.  When available the updated Chromebook Laptop Contract will replace our current contract.
